2. Provide doors, frames, and panels manufactured with no added urea formaldehyde materials. 

3. Provide doors, frames, and panels manufactured with materials containing 100% pre-consumer recycled content.

DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING
A.
Delivery:

Deliver doors to site in manufacturer’s original, unopened containers and packaging, with labels clearly identifying product name and manufacturer.

Inspect all products at time of delivery.
B.
Storage:

Store doors in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions.

2.
Store doors in clean, dry area indoors, protected from damage and direct sunlight.
3.
Store doors flat on level surface.

4.
Do not store doors directly on concrete.

5.
Keep doors completely covered.  Use covering which allows air circulation and does not permit light to penetrate.

6.
Store doors between 50 and 90 degrees F (10 and 32 degrees C) and 30 to 50 percent relative humidity in areas not subject to sudden changes in humidity or temperature.

Handling:

Handle doors in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions.

Protect doors and finish during handling and installation to prevent damage.
3.
Handle doors with clean hands or clean gloves.

Lift and carry doors.  Do not drag doors across other doors or surfaces.

Mock-up: Provide a mock-up for evaluation in an area designated by the Consultant. Do not proceed with remaining work until workmanship and installation are approved.

WARRANTY

Warrant solid core, interior doors for life of installation against warpage, delamination, and defects in materials and workmanship.
C. Defects noted during warranty period shall be corrected at no cost to Owner.  Corrective work shall include labor and material for repair, replacement, refinishing, and rehanging as required.
D. In addition to the manufacturer’s warranty furnish the Owner on completion of the work with a (2) year AWMAC Guarantee Certificate or equivalent security bond, to the full value of the wood door contract.

PROJECT CONDITIONS

A. Field Measurements: Where entry openings are indicated to be fitted to other construction, check actual dimension by way of accurate field measurements before manufacturing work. Show recorded measurements on final shop drawings.
B. Coordination and Installation: Flush Wood Veneer Doors, Wood Veneer Door Frames, and related Wood Veneer Wall and Ceiling Panels are to be provided by a single source manufacturer. Manufacturer to furnish all labour, material, equipment, and services necessary for the supply and installation of entry and corridor wood doors, frames, and related panels, as indicated on the drawings, door schedules, and as specified herein.

A. Wood Veneer Wall and Ceiling Panels:

Core: Class 1 Fire Retardant MDF with a flame spread of 25 or less, as required by local building code.

Edging: Leading exposed edges of panels subject to wear to have matching 6mm hardwood edges applied before face veneer.

Face Veneer: Same species and cut as doors, from approved veneer.

Veneer Backer: Veneered panels to be backed with a species of similar density for proper balancing of panels.

Factory-machine doors for all hardware, as specified and supplied under 08710 – Finish Hardware, including pilot holes for hinge screws and lock fronts.

Doors, frames, and panels shall receive factory finishing.

EXECUTION

3.1
EXAMINATION

A.
Examine locations to receive doors.  Notify Architect of conditions that would adversely affect installation or subsequent use.  Do not begin installation until unacceptable conditions are corrected.

B.
Ensure walls are correct type and rating to receive door assemblies.

3.2
PREPARATION

A.
Allow doors to become acclimated to building temperature and relative humidity for a minimum of 24 hours before installation.

3.3
INSTALLATION

A.
Doors, wood veneer frames, and wood veneer wall and ceiling panels are to be installed by the manufacturer. 
B.
Install doors, frames, and panels at locations indicated on the Drawings.

C.
Install doors plumb, level, square, true to line, without warp or rack as per AWS Premium Grade standards. Adjust doors for smooth operation without binding.
D.
Install door hardware as specified in Section 08710 (08 71 00). Adjust hardware to operate properly.
3.4
PROTECTION

A.
Protect installed doors from damage during construction. Protect faces with materials such as non corrugated cardboard that can be recycled after use.
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
